1. Apologies

2. Minutes

The minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 14th April 2015 were agreed and signed.

3. Election of Chair and Vice Chair

Chair – Mr Nicholas Maxwell-Lawford proposed Mrs Wendy Wayne as Chair and this was seconded by Mr Vincent Parkes.  Mrs Wendy Wayne proposed Mr Nicholas Maxwell-Lawford as Vice-Chair and this was seconded by Mr Vincent Parkes.
The Council unanimously wished to thank Mr Steve Stone and Mr Stuart Bader, Chairman of the Council over the past year and Mr Ryan Knight and Mr Donovan Galling for all their hard work as Councillors.
Wendy Wayne suggested that the new Councillors would benefit from a map of the parish boundary.  Heloise Marlow will ask EDDC if they have one which she could then circulate.  Wendy Wayne also suggesting that all councillors would benefit from training and Heloise Marlow will circulate details of the training which is currently available.

5. Police Report
Mrs Heloise Marlow reported that a nil recorded crime report had been received from PC Anning.
6. Public Questions
There was 1 member of the public present.
It was raised that any anonymous letter had been received by a resident of the village.  As the letter was anonymous it was agreed that no action would be taken and no credence given to the letter.

7. Electoral Review of Devon
The proposal to reduce the number of Devon County Councillors from 62 to 60 was discussed.  The proposal would affect Buckerell in that it would no longer be part of the Ottery Rural Ward and instead would be part of the Feniton & Honiton Ward.  Councillors were of the view that the proposal should be opposed as Buckerell has long-standing connections with Ottery St Mary. However prior to responding to the consultation it was agreed that an email would be sent out via the village email asking for residents of Buckerell to provide their views.  In the meantime Wendy Wayne and Heloise Marlow would attend the meeting on 9th June at The Beehive, Honiton called by Honiton Town Council to discuss the proposals.
The deadline to respond to the proposals is the 6th July 2015.
8. Annual Audit

10. Councillor Wright’s Report
Councillor Wright not being present there was no report.

11. Councillor Susie Bond’s Report
Results of the District Council elections are that there are now 37 Conservatives, 16 Independents (of whom 10 are from the newly formed East Devon Alliance) and 6 LibDems. This puts the Independent group as the main party of opposition. I will be serving on the Development Management Committee.

 

Public consultation on changes to the local plan closes next week, so comments need to be made soon. The Local Plan envisages 950 homes per year up to 2031.

 

The Independent group at EDDC called an Extraordinary Full Council for 3 June to debate whether the planned relocation of EDDC’s HQ from the Knowle to split sites in Honiton and Exmouth should be scrutinised over the next 6 months to ensure that the decision to relocate was robust and transparent.

12. Planning
a) 15/1150/FUL – Mr J Cumming – Sowton Farm, Buckerell, EX14 3EH – Construction of dwelling for agricultural worker/farm manager and laying of hardstanding for storage of farm equipment.

13. Roads Report
The road between Weston and Buckerell has a section where the overgrowth makes visibility difficult.  This is just past the entrance to the Deer Park Hotel.  Wendy Wayne knows the owners of the nearby bungalow and will make enquiries as to who owns the land involved.

14. Matters for next meeting
Heloise Marlow confirming that no-one had come forward to act as librarian for the phone box library.  Another request would be sent out.  Wendy Wayne suggested that the Parish Council have a stand at the Village Fete on the 11th July for residents to meet their new Councillors and to discuss any issues/requests they may have.  The Parish Council also needs to agree the  spending plans for the year.  Wendy Wayne suggesting that someone could be employed to landscape the area around the notice board, the village name signs and around the speed restrictions signs.  Heloise Marlow agreeing to speak to John Stocker about this.
The possibility of a bus shelter for the schoolchildren was again discussed following the erection of a bus shelter in Old Feniton.  It was agreed that possible locations for this would be looked at again and the thoughts of the residents of Buckerell sought at the Village Fete.  Councillor Claire Wright is to be approached with regards to any funding that may be available from Devon County Council.

BPC Chairman’s Report 2014​15 

Buckerell Parish Council held 6 meetings during the year. County Councillors Susie Bond and Claire Wright have been in attendance when time and diaries permit and we thank them for their support and contributions. 

As per previous reports the council has continued with its regular business which includes maintenance of the village and surrounding area, identifying and resolving highways repair, raising relevant observations to planning applications as well as being the eyes and ears in Buckerell for the EDDC during the last 12 months.

 Precept

The BPC is in a very strong position in regards to finances and the annual precept has increased slightly this year v’s last year. In previous meetings there have been discussions and actions on how best to use the funds available. Donations have been made to the BCA as well as the recent repairs to the ‘Parish green’. There needs to be further ongoing discussion and actions into the next year to make sure the money goes to deserved causes in the village.

Roads and drainage

 The village has undergone both minor ongoing and larger scale road repairs which will hopefully improve conditions in the future. Improvements have been made to the ditch which has caused problems to Treslake and the road to Honiton in the past. The public also need to help with ongoing maintenance by using the EDDC online ‘report it’ area. 

Police

 Unfortunately we no longer have a zero crime report. There were some minor incidents reported. 

Parish Councillors 

We received the resignation of Steve Stone as Chairman of the BPC. I would like to thank Steve for all of his great work and the great contributions he made during his time on the BPC. Steve was a highly valued member of the council and well respected resident of the community. His communication skills will be missed. We welcome Nicholas Maxwell​Lawford and Donovan Galling who answered to the call of “Parish councillors required, PLEASE!” They bring with them many years of experience and knowledge of the village. Wendy Wayne and Ryan Knight continue to manage their areas of responsibility and their continued input for the village. Heloise as Parish clerk has continued to provide excellent support and input for the BPC. There is alot that Heloise deals with on a regular basis that goes unseen so thank you for your continued efforts.
Planning 

There has been no significant planning matters within the village. The Deer Park Hotel has completed most of its developments with the old squash court still to be completed. New developments were highlighted in the previous report and are still ongoing. Susie Bond has been providing information on them when she can.
