It was agreed that a job description for each area would be helpful especially for new councillors. Heloise Marlow agreed to look into this.
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4. Matters Arising

Wendy Wayne thanking all who helped man the Parish Council stand at the Fete. She felt that this had helped show that the BPC is available to all residents.  The main issue raised was the speed (or lack of) of Broadband internet access.  Following a discussion regarding local network upgrades and providers Vincent Parkes agreed to survey the village with regards to speed checks and report back at the next meeting.

Heloise Marlow confirming that she had not yet obtained a map of the parish boundaries but would approach East Devon District Council with regards to this.

Wendy Wayne advising that she had looked into the overhanging trees near the Deer Park Hotel.  It appears that this piece of land may in fact be part of Awliscombe Parish.  Wendy Wayne confirming that she would be investigating further.

It has been noted that the greenery around the village signs and the grass verges have been cut back.  It is not known who carried out the work.  Heloise Marlow confirming that she had not had a response from John Stocker who she had approached.  Jo Gillingham suggesting that the white picket fence on the road out of Buckerell towards Feniton needs repainting.  Heloise Marlow agreeing to contact John Stocker again and report back at the next meeting.

Heloise Marlow confirming that there was no further update from East Devon in relation to the white cottage.  Heloise Marlow will endeavour to obtain an update before the next meeting.

5. Police Report
Heloise Marlow reported that a nil recorded crime report had been received from PC Anning.
6. Public Questions
There was 2 member of the public present.
The condition of the road near the Oaks was raised as it is collapsing on one side.  Prue Pinsent agreeing to contact the Highways Department at Devon County Council.
Parking in the village was also raised as an issue as there was concern that emergency vehicles would not be able to get past some of the parked cars.  Councillors requested that all residents park responsibly.  Heloise Marlow agreed to contact the Highways Department at Devon County Council to discuss what were the criteria for double yellow lines.

7. Electoral Review of Devon
Wendy Wayne advising that she and Heloise Marlow had attended a meeting at Honiton Town Council to discuss the electoral review.  Honiton Town Council are against the changes as are other parish councils in the area. Heloise Marlow confirming that she had lodged a comment against the proposed changes with the Electoral Commission on behalf of Buckerell Parish Council.

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9. Finance
i. The balance at the bank on 21st June 2015 was £4584.51
ii. The following payments to be approved were proposed by Wendy Wayne and seconded by Nicholas Maxwell-Lawford

b) Patricia Craig-Macquaide – plants and compost for War Memorial Pots £40.00

c) Buckerell Parish Church - £90.00 (May, July, September and December 2014)

d) Buckerell Fete, for venue to liaise with residents in a non meeting setting and erection and use of gazebo- £20.00

e) BCA – ½ cost of gazebo £230.99

f) Heloise Marlow – Clerks expenses – June and July £122.00

Heloise Marlow was asked by Councillors to clarify the cost of the gazebo purchased by the BCA as the amount sought was considered high for ½ the full cost of a gazebo.
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10. Councillor Wright’s Report
Councillor Wright not being present there was no report.

11. Councillor Susie Bond’s Report
The trial for the new Refuse and Recycling contract starts in Feniton and part of Exmouth in early September. Full roll-out across East Devon will be in April next year. The new contract involves a 3-weekly collection of landfill waste, but an increased level of weekly kerbside collection with the addition of cardboard and mixed plastics. In spring next year, large sacks (similar to those available from Otter Rotters) will be distributed and can be used in addition to the green recycling boxes we currently use. The Local Plan hearing sessions took place from 7–9 July before Planning Inspector Anthony Thickett. Arguments for increased numbers of houses were put forward by developers who argued that EDDC still does not have a 5-year land supply. EDDC now has to prove to the Inspector that its figures are robust (the Local Plan cannot be found sound if there is not a 5-year land supply) and also has to demonstrate that current planning policy will not have an adverse effect on the EU-designated Special Protection Area of Woodbury Common, following concerns raised by Natural England.

12. Planning
a) 15/1460/FUL – Mr and Mrs Callard, Glebe House, Buckerell, EX14 3ER. Construction of a single storey detached building to provide two car ports, a garage and a wood store.

Councillors deferred their decision on this item to allow them further time to consider it in more detail.

13. Roads Report

14. Trees, footpaths, hedgerows and drains

No issues were raised.
15. AOB
A bus shelter remains a goal of the Parish Council who wishes to identify what potential sites are available.  Heloise Marlow will contact East Devon District Council/Devon County Council to obtain their advice and to arrange a site inspection.

Wendy Wayne advising that she would also wish to discuss at forthcoming meetings the option of Buckerell having a neighbourhood plan.
