2. Minutes

3. Matters Arising

Wendy Wayne advising that she had sent out an email via the village email to try and find someone who could carry out the small amount of maintenance work required around the village.  A payment of £45.00 for this work has been offered as she had calculated that it would take about 4 hours. The work involves cleaning the village signs, tidying up under the fencing just past Avonhayes and tidying up under the noticeboard opposite the war memorial.  
Prue Pinsent advising that she would approach the gardener who works around Orchard Farm.  If possible it is hoped that the work will be done before the Christmas Bazaar on the 6th December.

Prue Pinsent has looked into whether the position of parish clerk will be affected by the forthcoming pension changes.  Her research indicates that it will not.

Wendy Wayne has obtained confirmation from EDDC that SITA are responsible for emptying the bins in Buckerell.  However SITA have no record of this and so EDDC are now in correspondence with SITA to ensure that Buckerell is on their list.

Wendy Wayne has retrieved the village map from the owners of Yew Tree Cottage.  It was agreed to repair or replace the frame and update the map itself.  Chloe Morton will be asked if she would be able to update the map and the owners of Yew Tree Cottage have agreed to display the repaired map in due course.

Wendy Wayne has invited Tim Spurway from EDDC to the next meeting on the 16th February 2015 to speak about a neighbourhood plan for Buckerell.  It was agreed that this should be publicised as much as possible to ensure that as many members of the public attend.  Prue 
Pinsent will review the EDDC draft Local Plan to see what it says about Buckerell.

7. Finance

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8. Councillor Wright’s Report
Councillor Wright not being present there was no report.

9. Councillor Susie Bond’s Report
Refuse and recycling: The trial is ongoing in Feniton and part of Exmouth, and is running smoothly with increased rates of recycling. Questionnaires are being completed by residents so that EDDC can learn as much as possible from the trial. Full roll-out across East Devon will be in spring/summer next year. The new contract involves a 3-weekly collection of landfill waste, but an increased level of the weekly kerbside collection of recyclables, with the addition of cardboard and mixed plastics. In spring next year, large sacks (similar to those available from Otter Rotters) will be distributed to every household and can be used in addition to the green recycling boxes we currently use. Local Plan: Planning Inspector, Anthony Thickett, is currently assessing responses to the latest changes in the draft Local Plan. The Council expects to hear from him towards the end of November on whether the plan can go forward for adoption early in 2016.
 
Gypsy site at Trafalgar Bridge: I spoke to the Planning Enforcement officer this morning. A report was delayed because she had to speak to the Gypsy and Traveller Liaison Service to see if the three families currently living on the site have anywhere else to go. It appears that there are no alternative sites available for them to relocate to. Despite this, a report will be signed off at the end of this week and this will initiate the start of the legal process for their removal from the site.
10. Roads Report
No issues were reported apart from highlighting that potholes were forming on the road to Feniton.
11. Trees, footpaths, hedgerows and drains

No issues were raised.
12. AOB
Jo Gillingham asking about her role as snow warden.  It was confirmed that there were 2 grit bins in the village – she will check that these have grit in them.  She will also endeavour to round up some volunteers that she could call on should the need arise.
Jo Gillingham advising on behalf of the BCA that their section on the website needs to be updated with current information.  She was advised to speak to Vincent Parkes about this.

The Parishes Together Fund was also discussed. Jo Gillingham asking what type of projects this could be used for in the area. Heloise Marlow agreeing to find out and forward this information to Jo and Councillors agreed to discuss this at the next meeting.
