Minutes of the Meeting of the Parish Council held on Tuesday 29th September 2015 at Buckerell Parish Church

1. Apologies

Cllr Claire Wright, PC Anning
2. Minutes

The minutes of the meeting held on Tuesday 21st July 2015 were agreed and signed.
3. Matters Arising

Heloise Marlow confirming that she had obtained a map of the parish boundaries and provided each Councillor present with a copy.

Heloise Marlow advising that she had clarified that the monies provided to the BCA in the sum of £230.99 represented the full cost of a gazebo and not just ½ as previously advised.  The BCA have purchased 2 gazebos with half the funding provided by the Parish Council and the other half funded by the BCA.
Heloise Marlow also advised that she had spoken to EDDC in respect of Meadowside Cottage (the white house) – EDDC are taking possession action but not this time via the courts.  EDDC hope to have possession of the property by the end of the year at which point it will go up for auction.
Heloise Marlow also advised that she had spoken to Devon County Council’s Highways department regarding the criteria for double yellow lines. This requires a legal order which can take several months to obtain and can costs 1000s of £.  DCC do not deal with these individually – they review towns and villages on a regular basis and then prioritise the work. If Buckerell Parish Council wishes to make a request for double yellow lines in the village they need to provide DCC with a marked up map and the request will then be assessed.

Wendy Wayne reporting that she had spoken to John Stocker about general maintenance around the village, tidying up around the signposts, the notice boards, and the fencing near Avonhayes.  However Mr Stocker has advised that he cannot assist in this regard.  Wendy Wayne is keen to employ someone to do the work and it was agreed that she would ask for anyone interested in the work to come forward via the village email system in the first instance and failing that contact some of the advertisers in the Parish Magazine.  Initially a tidy up which would take about ½ day is required and then after Christmas the parish council can look at what else needs doing and discuss employing someone regularly to do the work.

Nicholas Maxwell-Lawford raising the danger with regards to vehicles exiting the entrance to the Deer Park as there is no stop sign/line at the junction.  Heloise Marlow will speak to Devon County Council Highways to see what can be done.

4. Police Report
Heloise Marlow reported that a nil recorded crime report had been received from PC Anning.
5. Public Questions
A member of the public queried whose responsibility it was to cut back the grass at the bottom of the hedges around the village as they appear to be encroaching further and further into the road.  Wendy Wayne agreeing to contact the owners to see when they are intending to cut back the hedges.
The drains opposite Avonhayes remain blocked.  One member of the public spoke to Devon Highways regarding this in early September who advised that their contactor had already cleared the drains around Buckerell and as such the next drain/gully clearance will not take place until August 2016.  However the work does not appear to have been done and enquiries of Devon County Highways department only led to a reference number being allocated but no further details due to problems with the website.  Heloise Marlow agreeing to contact Claire Wright about the matter and Devon County Highways.
As regards the planning application 13/1661/FUL at Trafalgar Bridge, Weston – Cllr Bond agreeing to find out from the planning enforcement officer what action is being taken against the applicants who continue to live on the site despite planning permission being refused.
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6. Annual Audit
Heloise Marlow reporting that the annual audit had been returned by Grant Thornton.  They had made a request for further information which she will provide namely clarification of the amount of the precept received and an explanation with regards the increase in payments made from last year.  In addition whilst Heloise Marlow has undertaken the post of parish clerk on a self employed basis the auditor has referred to the NALC Employment Update  “ A Clerk’s Employment Status – Employee or Self Employed?” concludes that the position of clerk is as an officer of the council and therefore all clerks are employees of the council.
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7. Finance
The balance at the bank on 21st September 2015 was £5,481.93
The following payments to be approved were proposed by Vincent Parkes and seconded by Nicholas Maxwell-Lawford
i. David Wayne – Plastics Run – June, August and September £60.00

ii. Church Hire – July, September and November - £55.00.

iii. Clerks Expenses – August and September £122.00.
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8. Councillor Wright’s Report
Councillor Wright not being present there was no report.

9. Councillor Susie Bond’s Report
The trial for the new Refuse and Recycling contract has now started in Feniton and part of Exmouth, and is so far running smoothly with increased rates of recycling and an increase in the number of household who take part in the recycling scheme. Full roll-out across East Devon will be in spring/summer next year. The new contract involves a 3-weekly collection of landfill waste, but an increased level of weekly kerbside collection with the addition of cardboard and mixed plastics. In spring next year, large sacks (similar to those available from Otter Rotters) will be distributed and can be used in addition to the green recycling boxes we currently use. Local Plan:

EDDC has submitted a number of reports to the Planning Inspector, Anthony Thickett, in defence of their proposed housing numbers, their contention that they have a 5-year land supply and their housing delivery rates. All documentation is available on EDDC’s website. Those who attended the housing session can now comment on these documents, before the Planning Inspector reaches his decision on whether the Local Plan can be found sound towards the end of this year.

10. Planning
a) 15/1591/FUL Deer Park Hotel, Weston, EX14 3PG – Demolition of former squash court building and construction of self catering cottage ancillary to main hotel.

Support

b) 15/1588/FUL Deer Park Hotel, Weston, EX14 3PG – Construction of motor house for classic car collection incorporating 2no hotel bedroom suites.

The Councillors were unable to support this application in line with the comments made by the Conservation Officer and because it was contrary to planning policy relating to building in the open countryside.

11. Roads Report
The road near the Oaks still requires remedial works and these have been logged with Devon County Highways.
12. Trees, footpaths, hedgerows and drains

No issues were raised.
13. AOB
Heloise Marlow advising that she had submitted her resignation which was due to other work and family commitments.  Heloise Marlow will assist as much as possible until a replacement is found and confirmed that an advertisement for the position had been placed on the notice board.  Heloise Marlow confirming that she had much enjoyed the role of Parish Clerk and hoped that a replacement would be found prior to the next meeting.
Wendy Wayne agreeing to find out who was responsible for emptying the waste bin near the War Memorial.

Wendy Wayne to speak to the owners of Yew Tree Cottage with regards to re-siting a pictorial map of the village and property names on the wall by their gate.

Wendy Wayne will also speak to Devon County Council regarding possible sites in the village for a bus shelter.

As regards a Neighbourhood plan for Buckerell, Wendy Wayne or Heloise Marlow to contact Tim Spurway from East Devon County Council to ask him to come to a meeting to discuss how this could be achieved if requested.
